This year we again vote for a new EXCO and request members to propose any
nominations along with a clear CV as to their intended roles within the EXCO structure of
Chairman/Secretary/Treasurer/Membership Committee Convenor. It is imperative that we secure
competent people who can commit themselves to the task at hand who won't neglect their duties
simply because it is part time. We are no longer a part time fun interest group, but as result of the
numerous legal requirements, we evolved into a truly professional body with far reaching challenges
to promote our various interests on various levels.
